Traduction en français du passage suivant (l. 96 à 117 du texte) : 

 

The second component of terrorism is propaganda - the methodical dissemination of 
information promoting this ideology. By definition, the information is biased (= subjectif), even 
false, designed to present one point of view and to discredit all contrary opinion (LaBelle, 1980). 
“Terrorism must not be defined only in terms of violence, but also in terms of propaganda … 
Violence of terrorism is a coercive means for attempting to influence the thinking and actions of 
people. Propaganda is a persuasive means for doing the same thing” (Watson, 1976: 15). 

[To some extent] patriarchal ideology has shaped what passes for “knowledge” in such diverse 
realms (= domains) as anthropology, sociology, psychology, economics, political science, 
medicine, and the law. These are all areas in which the new feminist scholarship (≈ littérature) 
has questioned and corrected many misconceptions (although the public remains largely 
unaware of this reshaping and reconstruction of knowledge). 

The avenues (= voies de diffusion) of propaganda central to the theme of this chapter, however, 
are those of the modern mass media: television, radio, films, music, and advertising. It is not 
difficult to find telling examples in which the theme of violence toward women dominates. 
Battered women appear nightly on television (and even the programs presumably devoted to 
“educating the public” have a high titillation factor). Moviemakers such as Brian DePalma 
outdo (= to compete with ..) one another in finding ever more gory (= sanguinolant) ways to 
mutilate female bodies (a recent one being with a power saw (= une tronçonneuse)). Lyrics for 
rock music have become offensive enough to elicit (= donner lieu à ..) an agreement from record 
companies to provide warning labels. Pictures of women in bondage (= attachées) appear on 
album covers, in the pages of Vogue magazine, and in the windows of Bloomingdale's 
department store.
