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Cold War and Containment

The Cold War “containment” notion was born of the Domino Theory, which held that if
one country fell under communist influence or control, its neighboring countries would
soon follow. Containment was the cornerstone of the Truman Doctrine as defined by a
Truman speech on March 12, 1947. The Truman Doctrine, the Marshall Plan, NATO and
the United Nations then became the foundation of American foreign policy (...) for about
50 years.

The Potsdam Conference, a meeting of the victorious Allied leaders in post-World War II
Europe, confronted the delicate balance of power of two opposing ideologies: democracy
and communism. The conference was held near Berlin in July 1945 and reunited Soviet
leader Joseph Stalin, British Prime Ministers Winston Churchill and Clement Attlee, and
American President Harry S. Truman.

Potsdam also confirmed British and American suspicions about Stalin's intentions. The
Soviet Union had been an expedient ally in the war to stop Nazi Germany, but there was
little time to bask in victory. Stalin had already reneged on his promise, given at the
February 1945 Yalta Conference, to allow free democratic elections in Poland, Romania,
and Bulgaria. More importantly, the British and Americans feared that the massive Red
Army, which occupied all of Eastern Europe, was poised to extend its influence over
Western Europe.

American policy toward the Soviet Union did not change immediately. The Truman
administration, operating on the basis of the Potsdam agreements, was determined to get
along with the Soviets. Those agreements made clear that their principal mission was the
unification of Germany, and therefore, cooperation with the Soviets seemed essential.
Germany would be administered as a single economic unit by the Allied Control Council
under General Lucius D. Clay, but Stalin sealed all land access to East Germany, and West
Berlin (in East Germany) became isolated. Clay said to his staff, "We have to make it work. If
the four nations cannot work together in Berlin, how can we get together in the United Nations to
secure the peace of the world?" Obviously, there had to be some give and take; within the
Allied Control Council, that was going to be the American policy.

Growing tensions between the U.S. and the Soviet Union can be explained in part by
different visions of postwar Europe. Stalin aimed above all {o guarantee the Soviet Union's
security. The Soviet Union had been attacked from the West once by France in the 19th
century (the Napoleonic Wars) and twice by Germany in the 20th century (World War I
and World War II). Stalin was thus determined to array “friendly” governments alongside
the Soviet Union’s western border by maintaining extensive influence over Central and
Hastern Europe. Stalin also insisted that the U.SS.R. was fully entitled to its "sphere of
influence," on account of the staggering casualties it had suffered while waiting for its
allies to open a second front during the war. To many Americans, however, that sphere of
influence looked more like an ill-gained empire. Doubting that Soviet goals were purely
defensive, they remembered the earlier expansionism of the Bolsheviks and their call for
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world revolution. That antagonism underscored the centrality of ideology in the struggle
that would oppose those two powers for the next 50 years.

Winston Churchill had recognized the threat of communism's spread long before World
War I As Britain’s war secretary 26 years earlier, he had sought in vain to "strangle [it] in
its cradle" in Russia. But less than a year after the celebrated defeat of Nazi Germany in
1945, Churchill was brooding over a renewed threat to freedom: Soviet communism.

Churchill had reluctantly entered the World War 11 British-American-Russian alliance to
decisively defeat Germany and watched the Americans stop at the west bank of the Elbe
River (dividing eastern and western Germany). Even though he had been voted out of
office as Prime Minister, Churchill still had a powerful voice in international politics. On
March 5, 1946, Churchill appeared as President Truman’s guest at Westminster College in
Fulton, Missouri. The address Churchill delivered became known as the Iron Curtain
Speech, as momentous as any he had ever given as prime minister. (...)

Tellingly, Churchill’s speech was not titled "The Iron Curtain," but "The Sinews of Peace."
For peace was his aim. The question was how to achieve it without sacrificing freedom or
capitulating to tyranny. Churchill held that peace was to be achieved through strength. He
said, "I do not believe that Russia desires war (but) the fruits of war and the indefinite expansion of
their power and their doctrines. . . . There is nothing they admire so much as strength, and there is
nothing for which they have less respect for than weakness, especially military weakness." He
stressed that a new world war was preventable if the West banded together to deter
aggression.

Perhaps most importantly, Churchill reminded his listeners: "...I saw fwar] coming and cried
aloud in the wilderness, but no one paid any attention." The meaning was unmistakable:
Though he had warned the West about Adolf Hitler in the 1930s, the West had ignored
him. The tragic result was World War II. Now, in 1946, he was warning the West again. If
they wished to avoid another cataclysm, they would do well to pay heed this time.

Truman began his "get tough" policy in 1946 with strong protests against Russian troops
in Iran, and denial of Soviet claims to share control of the Turkish Straits. The president
also took at face value the Russian Report, produced for him by Under Secretary of State
Dean Acheson. The report was a series of worst-case scenarios that outlined the Soviet
desire for global conquest by subversion and force, as previously outlined by Churchill.

The Greek Civil War was fought from 1944 to 1949 between a government backed by
British and American support, and Greek communists. American intervention resulted in
the Truman Doctrine, the policy of aiding nations defending themselves against
communist forces. Acheson then articulated what became known as the Domino Theory
and persuaded Congress to accept responsibility for supporting countries under
communist pressure, i.e. containment.

The wars in Korea; Vietnam, Laos and Cambodia, which was backed by the Chinese
communists; Afghanistan; and the “police actions” and skirmishes around the globe in
such places as Somalia and in Central and South America over the Cold War years, were
all very much a part of the communist containment policies as defined in the Truman
Doctrine. (...)

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THE DRED SCOTT CASE

An activity as old as colonization itself, slavery had become essential to the pre-bellum economy of the
South, and an integral part of its society. The "peculiar institution", as it was called, originated in the
tremendous need for farm hands that cotton culture required. Large-scale plantations would never have
developed without slaves. And southern states owed their prosperity to the plantation system.

Yet it appears that cotton as a crop represented less capital value for the southern planters than the slaves
themselves. There were about 3,954,000 black slaves in the South on the eve of the Civil War, and they
were, in most cases, viewed as a mere commercial commodity, as a source of potential trading profit.
Demand for field hands was regularly so high that a prime choice slave that was worth $500 in the 1830s
fetched a price of up to $1800 in 1860. By that time the planters' investments in slave labor was higher
than their investment in land; and the merchant value of slaves in cotton states amounted to 60% of all
agricultural assets in the region. One may understand, then, why the institution of slavery was so gallantly
defended and fugitive slaves so implacably chased. One may see also what political and economic
initerests the South had in trying to win over to slavery the new states that were being formed in the West.
The balance between free and slave America achieved by the Missouri compromise held until 1854, when
Congress had to organize the frontier region of Nebraska into territories and Illinois senator Stephen A.
Douglas introduced his Kansas-Nebraska bill. His proposal to let the people decide whether they wanted
slavery or not sent shock waves throughout the whole country. It created more divisions and bitter
resentment than any other act in the century. Parties broke up into radical factions, churches fell prey to
zealots, public opinion became erratic. John Brown and his band of antislavery supporters kindled the fires
of violence and fanaticism in Kansas. In the respected Halls of Congress, disagreements were settled over
with punches and blows. Even the Supreme Court, the ultimate defense against inequality and
arbitrariness, failed to address the slavery issue with equanimity.

When Abe Lincoln and Stephen Douglas campaigned for the Illinois seat in 1858, the public debates they

held focused not so much on slavery itself as on whether it would become a nation-wide institution. Both
of them referred to a decision taken a year before by the Supreme Court in the landmark Dred Scott v.
Sanford Case.

Dred Scott was a black slave whose owner, Dr. Emerson, an army surgeon, resided in Missouri, a slave-
holding state. He first followed his master into Illinois, a free state, then into the Minnesota territory where
slavery was also prohibited under the Missouri Compromise. When both master and slave returned to
Missouri, Dred Scott sued for his freedom on the basis that he had resided on free soil.
The case reached the Supreme Court in early 1857 and was quickly decided. In a 7 to 2 majority decision,
made public on March, 6, 1857, the Court denied Dred Scott's claim for freedom. Chief Justice Robert B.
Taney, of Maryland, who wrote the majority opinion explained firstly that black slaves were not citizens
of the United States, therefore could not sue in a federal court (a view vehemently criticized by Justice
Benjamin Curtis in his dissent); secondly that his temporary residence in Itlinois had no legal effect on his
status. But, more importantly for the future, the Supreme Court proceeded to invalidate the Missouri
Compromise on the grounds that Congress, through legislative action, could not deprive a citizen of his
property (here, his slave) without "due process of law" (as explicitly stated in the Fifth Amendment).

It was the second time (the first was Marbury v. Madison in 1803) that the Supreme Court declared an act
of Congress unconstitutional. Once again, it took an essentially political decision. Tt had, in the past,

" refused to review the Missouri Compromise, for jurisdictional reasons. This time it intervened in the

45

ideological debate and, in effect, denied Congress the power to exclude slavery from any state or territory.
Abraham Lincoln saw clearly the dangers of this pernicious decision when he said, a few months later:
"We shall lie down pleasantly, dreaming that the people of missouri are on the verge of making their State
free; and we shall awake to the reality instead, that the Supreme Court has made Illinois a slave State."
What the nation awoke to, in fact, was war.

Fundada como base militar durante las guerras panicas, Tarraco se convirtid, bajo el patrocinio de Augusto,

en capital de la Hispania Citerior y en una de las ciudades mas bellas e importantes del Imperio.

Surgida como base militar de Roma durante las guerras pinicas, Tarraco, la Tarragona actual, se
convirtié en una de las mayores y mas imponentes ciudades del Imperio romano. En el invierno de 122-123
d.C., el emperador Adriano estaba pasando una temporada en Tarraco con el objetivo de restaurar el antiguo
templo de Augusto y asistir a la asamblea provincial que tenia lugar cada afio en la capital de la provincia
Tarraconense. Durante su estancia, seguramente experiment6 que eran ciertos los elogios que hizo de la
ciudad el poeta romano Floro, quien vivié en ella dando clases de retérica. Sin embargo, la idilica calma de
Tarraco se alterd un dia que el emperador paseaba por el jardin de uno de sus anfitriones. De repente, un
esclavo avanzd hacia él armado con una espada y dispuesto a atentar contra su vida. Adriano consiguid
detener en persona a su atacante y entregarlo a otros esclavos, que corrieron rapidamente a auxiliar al
emperador. Luego se supo que aquel asesino era en realidad un loco y el mismo emperador consintio en que
fuera entregado a los médicos para su curacion en lugar de hacerle sufrir un severo castigo por su intento de
magnicidio.

Los origenes de Tarraco son muy anteriores a la época imperial. La arqueologia y la numismatica
constatan la presencia de un poblado ibérico, identificado con el nombre de Kese, en el lugar donde
posteriormente se alzaria Tarraco, aunque la ciudad romana seria obra de los Escipiones. Durante la segunda
guerra punica, Roma envié a Hispania a los hermanos Cneo Cornelio y Publio Comelio Escipion con el
objetivo de cortar los suministros del ejército cartaginés de Anibal, que habia invadido Italia.

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The Domino Theory

The Cold War “containment” notion was born of the Domino Theory, which held that if
one country fell under communist influence or control, its neighboring countries would
soon follow. Containment was the cornerstone of the Truman Doctrine as defined by a
Truman speech on March 12, 1947. The Truman Doctrine, the Marshall Plan, NATO and
the United Nations then became the foundation of American foreign policy (...) for about
50 years.

The Potsdam Conference, a meeting of the victorious Allied leaders in post-World War II
Europe, confronted the delicate balance of power of two opposing ideologies: democracy
and communism. The conference was held near Berlin in July 1945 and reunited Soviet
leader Joseph Stalin, British Prime Ministers Winston Churchill and Clement Attlee, and
American President Harry 5. Truman.

Potsdam also confirmed British and American suspicions about Stalin's intentions. The
Soviet Union had been an expedient ally in the war to stop Nazi Germany, but there was
little time to bask in victory. Stalin had already reneged on his promise, given at the
February 1945 Yalta Conference, to allow free democratic elections in Poland, Romania,
and Bulgaria. More importantly, the British and Americans feared that the massive Red
Army, which occupied all of Eastern Europe, was poised to extend its influence over
Western Europe.

American policy toward the Soviet Union did not change immediately. The Truman
administration, operating on the basis of the Potsdam agreements, was determined to get
along with the Soviets. Those agreements made clear that their principal mission was the
unification of Germany, and therefore, cooperation with the Soviets seemed essential.
Germany would be administered. as a single economic unit by the Allied Control Council
under General Lucius D. Clay, but Stalin sealed all land access to East Germany, and West
Berlin. (in. East Germany) became isolated. Clay said to his staff, "We have fo make it work. If
the four nations cannot work together in Berlin, how can we get together in the United Nations to
secure the peace of the world?" Obviously, there had to be some give and take; within the
Allied Control Council, that was going to be the American policy.

Growing tensions between the U.S. and the Soviet Union can be explained in part by
different visions of postwar Europe. Stalin aimed above all to guarantee the Soviet Union's
security. The Soviet Union had been attacked from the West once by France in the 19th
century (the Napoleonic Wars) and twice by Germany in the 20th century (World War 1
and World War II). Stalin was thus determined to array “friendly” governments alongside
the Soviet Union's western border by maintaining extensive influence over Central and
Eastern Europe. Stalin also insisted that the U.S.S.R. was fully entitled to its "sphere of
influence," on account of the staggering casualties it had suffered while waiting for its
allies to open a second front during the war. To many Americans, however, that sphere of
influence looked more like an ill-gained empire. Doubting that Soviet goals were purely
defensive, they remembered the earlier expansionism of the Bolsheviks and their call for
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world revolution. That antagonism underscored the centrality of ideology in the struggle
that would oppose those two powers for the next 50 years.

Winston Churchill had recognized the threat of communism's spread long before World
War II. As Britain’s war secretary 26 years earlier, he had sought in vain to "strangle [it] in
its cradle" in Russia. But less than a year after the celebrated defeat of Nazi Germany in
1945, Churchill was brooding over a renewed threat to freedom: Soviet communism.

Churchill had reluctantly entered the World War II British-American-Russian alliance to
decisively defeat Germany and watched the Americans stop at the west bank of the Elbe
River (dividing eastern and western Germany). Even though he had been voted out of
office as Prime Minister, Churchill still had a powerful voice in international politics. On
March 5, 1946, Churchill appeared as President Truman’s guest at Westminster College in
Fulton, Missouri. The address Churchill delivered became known as the Iron Curtain
Speech, as momentous as any he had ever given as prime minister. (...)

Tellingly, Churchill’s speech was not titled "The Iron Curtain," but "The Sinews of Peace.”
For peace was his aim. The question was how to achieve it without sacrificing freedom or
capitulating to tyranny. Churchill held that peace was to be achieved through strength. He
said, "I do not believe that Russia desires war (but) the fruits of war and the indefinile expansion of
their power and their doctrines. . . . There is nothing they admire so much as strength, and there is
nothing for which they have less respect for than weakness, especially military weakness." He
stressed that a new world war was preventable if the West banded together to deter
aggression.

Perhaps most importantly, Churchill reminded his listeners: "...I saw [war} conting and cried
aloud in the wilderness, but no one paid any attention." The meaning was unmistakable:
Though he had warned the West about Adolf Hitler in the 1930s, the West had ignored
him. The tragic result was World War II. Now, in 1946, he was warning the West again. If
they wished to avoid another cataclysm, they would do well to pay heed this time.

Truman began his "get tough" policy in 1946 with strong protests against Russian troops
in Iran, and denial of Soviet claims to share control of the Turkish Straits. The president
also took at face value the Russian Report, produced for him by Under Secretary of State
Dean Acheson. The report was a series of worst-case scenarios that outlined the Soviet
desire for global conquest by subversion and force, as previously outlined by Churchill,

The Greek Civil War was fought from 1944 to 1949 between a government backed by
British and American support, and Greek communists. American intervention resulted in
the Truman Doctrine, the policy of aiding nations defending themselves against
communist forces. Acheson then articulated what became known as the Domino Theory
and persuaded Congress to accept responsibility for supporting countries under
communist pressure, i.e. containment.

The wars in Korea; Vieinam, Laos and Cambodia, which was backed by the Chinese
communists; Afghanistan; and the “police actions” and skirmishes around the globe in
such places as Somatlia and in Central and South America over the Cold War years, were
all very much a part of the communist containment policies as defined in the Truman
Doctrine. (...)

Salvador Dali

Pintor surrealista espafiol nacido en Figueres, Girona, ¢l 11 de mayo de 1904. En 1921
ingreso en la Escuela de Bellas Artes de San Fernando (Madrid), de donde fue expulsado en
1926. En esa €poca vivid en la Residencia de Estudiantes de Madrid, donde se relaciono con
Federico Garcia Lorca, Luis Buiiuel, Rafael Alberti, José Moreno Villa y otros artistas. En
1929, instalado en Paris, donde conocid a Pablo Picasso, s¢ adhiere al surrealismo, aunque
los miembros principales del movimiento expulsarian finalmente a Dali por sus tendencias
politicas derechistas. La produccion de Dali de este periodo se basa en su método paranoico-
critico, inspirado en buena parte en las teorias de Freud, representacion de imagenes oniricas
y objetos cotidianos en formas compositivas insospechadas y sorprendentes, como los
relojes blandos de La persistencia de la memoria (1931, Museo de Arte Moderno, MOMA,
Nueva York). Dali se trasladé a Estados Unidos en 1940, donde permanecio hasta 1948. Sus
tltimas obras, a menudo de contenido religioso, se realizan en un estilo mds cldsico, entre
cllas cabe citar la Crucifixion (1954, Metropolitan Museum, Nueva York) y La Ultima Cena
(1955, Galeria Nacional de Washington). La técnica pictorica de Dali se caracteriza por un
dibujo meticuloso, una minuciosidad casi fotografica en el tratamiento de los detalles, con
un colorido muy brillante y luminoso. Dali realizé varias peliculas surrealistas en
colaboracién con Buifiuel como El perro andaluz (1928) y La edad de oro (1930), libros
ilustrados, disefios de joyeria asi como escenografias y vestuarios teatrales. También escribio
libros autobiograficos como La vida secreta de Salvador Dali (1942) y Diario de un genio
(1965). Fue miembro de la Academia Francesa de Bellas Artes desde 1979. Murid el 23 de
